	Verbs – Took down (awkward); wrapped, Laid in tomb.
·  Do you think they would have noticed if He was breathing?!?

Ill – Swoon Theory – 18th C. German Liberalism and Modern Islam.
	Jesus did not really Die.

App – I can Imagine Dr. Luke Calling Joseph to Testify.


A Theological Purpose
Exp – The Burial supports the Reality of the Resurrection of Jesus.
· Jesus did not swoon
· The women did not go to the wrong tomb
· Burial was Real because the Death was Real and the Resurrection Is Real!
